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According to Rule-5 of Official Language Rules, 1976 (As amended, 1987), communications received in
Hindi from a Central Government office should be replied in Hindi. Non-compliance of the Rule is a
serious matter. Therefore, it is directed to ensure compliance of the said Rule. The Officer/Employee

drafting the reply to the communications received in Hindi should ensure before signing that the reply is
given in Hindi language.
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A separate register may be maintained in each section for keeping the record of communications received
in Hindi with details as follows which will be helpful in submitting Timahi Pragati Report:
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
